School districts are required to conduct an annual physical inventory of all currently adopted instructional materials that have been requisitioned by and delivered to the district and maintain results of the inventory in the district's files.  The Texas Education Agency (TEA) recently released guidance stating that, if a district did not complete the inventory before school buildings were closed, the school district should request a waiver of the instructional materials inventory requirement.
One of the roles of the Instructional Planning Council (IPC) is to approve waiver requests before they go to the Board for approval.  Members of the IPC were surveyed for their feedback and all members supported the request. 
The TSBVI Board will be asked for their approval for TSBVI to submit an Instructional Materials Inventory Requirement Waiver request to the Texas Education Agency at their meeting on May 28, 2020.
