SAFETY!
Independence at school
Independence at home
Knowledge of and comfortable when traveling in the community
O&M to support education and daily living skills!

Slide 3: Students with Multiple Disabilities
Challenges:
No Standard Curriculum
Progression
May need to prove that O&M is beneficial – even critical!

Slide 4: Observe, Analyze & Adapt
Standard Operating Procedures:
Cane skills, orientation skills, and other O&M-related skills
Multiple Disabilities:
Gait, processing, and how the specific disability impacts O&M

Slide 5: Teaching Style when Working with Multiple Disabilities
Requires more observation and analysis
Open ended questions/activities
Start from what student is doing and build
Give student time!
Repeat activities; slowly build only after first step is mastered
Team approach – O&M overlaps all disciplines!

Modifications for:
Identifying rooms/objects
Routes
Using visual clues
Reading signs
Store departments/organization
Retelling activities

Slide 7: Cody
Traumatic Brain Injury
CP
Peripheral vision (trouble processing)
Learns best through chants, songs and motions
Non-reader (no feeling in one hand; tremors/limited control in other hand)
Days when “foggy” and unbalanced

Slide 8: Cody: Elementary School
Orientation Skills: 
Chants and movement to identify doors 
Intentionally “looking” – locating door frame/next wall and eventual obstacles
Building endurance (walking, mental, visual)
Cane Skills:
Unable to use an adapted cane or long cane
Slide 9: Cody: Middle School
Too unstable to use Long Cane (learned to look ahead and ID obstacles/steps)
Struggled to remember routes unless very familiar
Very talkative but always on same subjects; unable to retell events from home/school
Introduced to I-M-Able reading program
